Step 1 - Preparing for installation reference only. Individual
models may vary.

A. Disconnect electrical power at fuse or circuit breaker box before installing or
servicing any part of this fixture.

B. Carefully remove the LED retrofit kit from the carton.

C. Remove diffuser and circline lamp from the old fixture.

Wiring — All wiring must take place inside junction box (not included)

Caution: Make sure power is off at fuse or circuit breaker box. Check power wires for damage or scrapes.
Use wire suitable for at least 90°C (194°F). Note: Most dwellings built before 1985 have supply wire rated
to 60°C. Consult a qualified electrician to ensure correct branch circuit conductor before installing.

Step 2 — Wiring fixture Circline model

A. Cut old ballast input black and white wires from the fixture then strip off 1/4" insulation to expose bare
wires. Old ballast does not need to be removed.

B. LED is adjustable CCT, 3000K or 4000K. It is preset to 3000K by factory. To change CCT to 4000K is
simply moving CCT switch to the other side as indicated on the printed text on the board. Note: power
to fixture must always be turned OFF prior to adjusting CCT switches.

C. Attach LED driver with magnets (provided), place anywhere there is space on the metal pan.

D. Attach LED module with magnets (provided), place anywhere toward center of metal pan.

E. Connect black (L) wire from the fixture to the LED driver black wire by inserting both wires to the same

quick connector (provided).

F. Connect white (N) wire from the fixture to the LED driver white wire by inserting both wires to the same \ )
quick connector (provided).
G. Dress cable appropriately away not to block LED module.

H. Affix product label and ETL marking (provided) covering old labels to be compliant

with LED converted fixture.

Step 3 — Color Changing Temperature Adjustment, CCT (if desired)
A. Adjust CCT switch on the board accordingly to the desired color temperature as seen. Note: Fixture is
preset to 3000K from factory. Power to fixture must always be turned OFF prior to adjusting CCT
