1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove old fixture from ceiling, including Lock washer % Chain—
the old single bar.

2. Attach the mounting screw part way into the side hole of the single bar, then lock it
securely with hex nut until becoming. Attach the single bar to the junction box using
two box screws as shown. The side of the single bar marked “GND” must face out.

3. Using proper chain pliers to open one end link of the chain provided and connect to the
fixture loop. Close the link.

4. By measuring, determine correct number of links needed for proper hanging height.
Using proper chain pliers disconnect and discard remaining chain.

5. Lace the fixture wires through the chain.

6. Open the other end link of the chain and hang the fixture on the loop at the ceiling.

Close the link.

1. Take the black wire from the ceiling junction box and the smooth wire leg from the (Ground)
fixture and twist bare ends together.
