Carefully unpack the fixture from the carton.

Using two machine screws (not provided) attach crossbar (A) to the electric
box. Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When replacing a fixture,
retain the screws for use with the new fixture.

From center hole of crossbar measure down 18-9/16" and mark location for
first hole for wall mounting bracket (E). Be sure hole location is vertical to
center hole of crossbar (A).

Hold mounting bracket (E) so hole matches location marked previously
and mark bottom hole location.

Attach mounting bracket (E) using #10 x 1" screws (F).

Loosen screws (D) so they do not protrude through edge of mounting bracket (E)
at this time. Note: Screws are shipped installed in bracket.

Install screw (H) in tab on bottom of fixture (C). Screw should only be installed a
couple of turns at this time (Figure 2).

Using suitable wire connectors (not provided), connect the fixture wires to the
supply wires, (white to white, white to black, bare copper or green to bare copper
or green).

Caution: Make sure wire connectors are twisted on securely and no bare wires
are exposed.

Apply a generous bead of a suitable caulking material to caulking lip (G) on the
fixture (Figure 2).

Carefully tuck all wires behind the fixture, align bottom of fixture with mounting
bracket (E), place fixture firmly against the wall and fasten with 8-32 x 1" screw
(B). To ensure a water tight seal, apply a thin bead of caulking around entire
perimeter of the fixture.

Tighten screw (D) on both sides of mounting bracket (E) until snug against
fixture.

Install light bulb (not provided).

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To Install Glass or Mesh Tube Option (Figure 3)

Raise both pieces so the top ring (I) engages with the upper area of the
fixture (C).

Slip retaining ring (K) onto bottom of glass/mesh tube (J) and insert
tab through the window area of the fixture (C).

Tighten screw (H) to raise retaining ring (K) until it is tight against

bottom of glass/mesh tube (J). It may be necessary to adjust the set
screw (L) while tightening the brass screw (H) to level. Be careful not

to over tighten.
